read for the first time by title only. Alderman Goodman seconded.

City Manager Owens stated that a revised version that corrected typographical errors of the
ordinance was electronically circulated to the Board earlier in the afternoon.

Mayor Goldstein stated that the new version has been better clarified with the help of the City
Attorney.

Alderman Garnholz commented that she is very excited to have this opportunity to pass the
ordinance. She said that this is another statement to the community that Clayton is a
welcoming place and all are respected.

Alderman Maddox-Dallas agreed with Alderman Garnholz and stated that she hopes that other
municipalities will soon follow the same lead and also hopes to get it to the St. Louis County
Council.

Mr. Ed Harris, 9 Dartford Avenue, addressed the Board thanking them for allowing him to speak
tonight and expressing his support of the ordinance. He said that he is a rabbi at Central
Reform congregation, a psychologist in a private practice and a proud Clayton resident for
almost 24 years. He offered a Jewish perspective on the domestic partnership registry stating
that the Jewish tradition teaches that there is to be one law for the citizen and stranger alike,
one law for everyone. He said that it is mentioned at least three times in the Torah and
discussed at length in the Talmud and states the same law for the citizen and the stranger. He
said that as it pertains to tonight’s ordinance the citizen would be the married couple, the
stranger would be the committed, heterosexual or same sex couple. He said that passing the
domestic partnership registry ensures that all families will be welcomed in Clayton and that
there will be no distinction between families. He urged the Board to approve the ordinance so
that there could be one set of guidelines that applies to all families and also the committed
couples who are not married will not feel like strangers.

Mr. Michael Gianino, 911 Glenridge, addressed the Board thanking them for allowing him to
speak tonight. He said that he is a native of St. Louis and a 12 year resident of Clayton along
with his partner who has been a resident for the last six years. He said that he and his partner
are in an unusual situation, living in a townhouse, two-family unit in the Moorlands and they
were able to combine their households for the first time. He said that his son wrote a paper at
school on something that influenced his life entitled, | Believe In A Whole House, on how
knowing you’re a family will give you a strong sense of security, wholeness, acceptance and
embrace. He said that he appreciates Clayton considering this ordinance and urged the Board
to approve it tonight.

Ms. Gail Eble, 8117 Pershing, addressed the Board introducing her partner, Jan and stating that
they are celebrating their 36" year anniversary which makes her family older than a lot of
traditional families in Clayton. She gave a brief story of when they joined The Center of Clayton
which required them to show a copy of their trust as proof they were family. She also shared
her story about their exodus from the City of Ladue, which had an ordinance that they could not
live together because they were not married. She thanked the Board for their support in the
proposed ordinance.

City Attorney O’Keefe reads Bill No. 6299, to consider an ordinance amending Chapter
225 of the Clayton Municipal Code to add an additional article and new sections to
establish a process for registering and acknowledging domestic partnerships to be read
for the first time by title only.
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The motion passed unanimously on a voice vote.

Alderman Lichtenfeld introduced Bill No. 6299, to consider an ordinance amending
Chapter 225 of the Clayton Municipal Code to add an additional article and new sections
to establish a process for registering and acknowledging domestic partnerships to be
read for the second time by title only. Alderman Goodman seconded.

City Attorney O’Keefe reads Bill No. 6299 as amended for the second time; Alderman
Lichtenfeld — Aye; Alderman Goodman — Aye; Alderman Harris — Aye; Alderman Maddox-
Dallas — Aye; Alderman Garnholz — Aye; Alderman Winings — Aye; and Mayor Goldstein —
Aye. The Bill was adopted and became Ordinance No. 6182 of the City of Clayton.

Mayor Goldstein thanked the audience and the Board stating that she is proud to be another
municipality that is joining the City of St. Louis, Olivette and University City in creating this
legislation. She compared the approval to the pride she felt in passing the smoking ban and
how it spread to other municipalities and it grew. She said that she is proud of this Board and
proud of those communities in doing this gesture in making sure that everyone feels welcomed
in our community.

AN ORDINANCE TO CONSIDER APPROVING A CONTRACT WITH SUPERIOR
WATERPROOFING AND RESTORATION COMPANY TO COMPLETE THE HANLEY HOUSE
TUCKPOINTING PROJECT

City Manager Owens reported that on Friday January 6, 2012 the Parks and Recreation
Department held a bid opening for the Hanley House Tuckpointing Project. Two companies
attended the mandatory pre-bid meeting on December 12, 2012. Only one company, Superior
Waterproofing and Restoration Company, submitted a bid. The other company, who attended
the bid opening, informed staff that they could not meet the City’s insurance requirements.

The Scope of Work consists of tuckpointing the Hanley House and Summer Kitchen to include
removal and replacement of cracked and damaged bricks as well as application of a sealant at
settlement cracks and faults. The project is scheduled to commence on March 5, 2012 and will
be completed by May 18, 2012.

The Capital Improvement Fund has $95,000 budgeted for this project in FY 2012. The
Department of Parks and Recreation is requesting approval of the contract for $79,240, which
represents the bid submitted by Superior Waterproofing and Restoration. In addition, the
Director of Parks and Recreation requests authorization to approve change orders in an amount
not to exceed $5,546, which is approximately 7% of the project cost. This contingency would be
used to cover expenditures to correct unknown issues that become apparent during the project.

Superior Waterproofing and Restoration Company is a local company with over 30 years of
experience. They have worked on a number of big projects including work on St. Louis Union
Station, St. John’s Medical Center and Washington University School of Medicine. They have
also worked for Paric Corporation on a number of projects. Staff contacted a random sampling
of companies they have worked with, including Paric, and all of them gave Superior a positive
recommendation. A number of the companies have worked with Superior on five or more
projects.

The vendor can meet all of the project requirements and submitted all information requested in
the Bid Document.
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Staff recommendation is to approve the bid from Superior Waterproofing and Restoration
Company.

Alderman Lichtenfeld introduced Bill No. 6300, to consider an ordinance approving the
bid from Superior Waterproofing & Restoration Company to complete the Hanley House
Tuckpointing Project to be read for the first time by title only. Alderman Goodman
seconded.

Alderman Garnholz noted that there was a typo on the dollar amounts in Section 2 of the
ordinance and requested that it be corrected.

City Attorney O’Keefe reads Bill No. 6300, to consider an ordinance approving the bid
from Superior Waterproofing & Restoration Company to complete the Hanley House
Tuckpointing Project to be read for the first time by title only with the correction.

The motion passed unanimously on a voice vote.

Alderman Lichtenfeld Bill No. 6300, to consider an ordinance approving the bid from
Superior Waterproofing & Restoration Company to complete the Hanley House
Tuckpointing Project to be read for the second time by title only. Alderman Goodman
seconded.

Alderman Goodman stated that she is very excited to see the continuing restoration of the
house and outdoor kitchen because it is such a gem for the community.

City Attorney O’Keefe reads Bill No. 6300 for the second time; Alderman Lichtenfeld —
Aye; Alderman Goodman — Aye; Alderman Harris — Aye; Alderman Maddox-Dallas — Aye;
Alderman Garnholz — Aye; Alderman Winings — Aye; and Mayor Goldstein — Aye. The Bill
was adopted and became Ordinance No. 6183 of the City of Clayton.

Other

As a follow-up to the Carondelet Paving CIP Project presentation prior to tonight’s Board
meeting, City Manager Owens gave an overview of the presentation and explained that the
2012, 2013 and 2014 projects have a great deal of detail in the way the dollar estimates are
prepared. He said that as the staff moves closer to the execution of the CIP projects they then
invest the time to update those projects to current regulations, bidding, and climate changes that
may occur and in this particular case the original estimates were from 2005. Since then there
had been a variety of changes that occurred in the construction industry and federal regulations
that would have applied. He said that the initial construction of this project was not done
satisfactorily to the current City standards and therefore, will require correcting a lot of the
issues, i.e. - the way the curbs were poured, the structures for the curb, the drainage work, the
crosswalks, the replacement of the ADA curb ramps, and other issues which as a result quickly
increased the original estimate. He added that now the 2012, 2013 and 2014 projects have
gone through an extensive review by the City’s engineers and they feel very comfortable with
that review. He commented that in the future when they look at those projects, referencing the
Hanley House Tuckpointing project that was estimated at $95,000, or coming in with
contingency at $84,200, they will see that those budget amounts are included each time a CIP
project is done and are the engineers’ estimates. He explained that if the Board wants to hold
them accountable for what they were told the budget would be versus what the bids come in at
they can go back and track the estimate when it was originally approved. He said that the City’s
engineering staff pride themselves on finding good estimates on those projects where they
cannot commit resources that they would rather spend on something else.
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Mayor Goldstein reported that a citizen had contacted her regarding his concerns about his
building and the street. She has informed the citizen that the Board had a discussion and there
was a sentiment to include those plans for the project when the Board considers a second
guarter budget amendment. She said that at that time they will be able to put a more accurate
cost to the project and decide how they will proceed.

Alderman Lichtenfeld thanked the professional staff and said that historically over the years they
have experienced very accurate estimates as they moved closer to the bidding time. He added
that those bids are not always below the actual bid, but feel they have come very close. He said
that is what they have seen on the Carondelet re-paving over the six years or so since the
original estimate and if they are looking forward into a shorter time period, they would not see
much of an escalation based on the latest report of the fourth quarter of 2011 where
construction material prices actually went down.

Alderman Goodman reported that they held a public meeting for the Centennial Celebration and
yielded great ideas and that people are excited about the plans.

Alderman Harris commented that the Carondelet project is the area that is being considered for
events and she wanted to request that while reviewing the design for the project to possibly
include an option to design it to not look so much like a street, but as a place where people can
gather for various events and referenced The Crescent event that was held in the same area.

Alderman Harris reported that the Winter Classics event was held at the Shaw Park Ice Rink
over the weekend which was well put together and had a great participant turn out which added
to the 50™ celebration of the ice rink.

Patty DeForrest handed out hot/cold cups that commemorated the 50™ Anniversary of the ice
rink.

Alderman Maddox-Dallas acknowledged that University City Councilman Terry Crowe, who led
the effort for domestic partner registry and anti-discrimination in University City, was in the
audience.

Alderman Garnholz acknowledged Ed Finkelstein for bringing to their attention that the City
should examine the ordinances, both the anti-discrimination aspect and also for the domestic
partnership registry. She also acknowledged Andrew Shaughnessy of Promo Group to help
them develop an ordinance that would be desirable for the entire community.

There being no further business the meeting adjourned at 7:50 p.m.

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For what they are worth, recent statistics reported from the Centers for Disease Control indicate that,
during the six-year period from 1999 thru 2004, there were on average 2.77 deaths from carbon
monoxide poisoning in Missouri each year. I have not been able to find data as to the sources of the
poisoning, but I personally hear mostly of improperly vented combustion space heaters in rural and
impoverished areas. Iam sure we would have heard if any of those deaths had occurred here. Locally,
I believe we can reasonably allow time for deliberation concerning how the community wants to
address carbon monoxide poisoning, and that awkward enforcement measures, which might be
tolerable in the face of true emergency, are unwarranted.

Building codes apply completely for new structures, but not so much for existing dwellings, which
might go for decades without work requiring a permit. In Clayton there is sparse room for growth in
the one and two family structures covered by the International Residential Code. It follows that
“batting one thousand” in alarm utilization through the IRC is an illusory goal. I would think that a
much better approach would be for the Clayton Fire Chief to independently communicate with citizens
every fall, before the heating season, about fire-related household safety concerns, including carbon
monoxide. Ibelieve that the respect for citizens thus shown, rather than the condescension that goes
with coercion, would stand us in much better stead. How else can we possibly contend with the rapidly
increasing complexity of the modern world while not eroding our humanity?
